1 Monitor: Comma settlement/stress cracks were observed in the foundation walls, in various locations. This implies
that some structural movement/settling of the building has occurred. Cracks of this type should be watched for any sigt
of additional movement or water petration. In the absence of any sign of ongoing movement or water penetration,
repair should not be necessary. If additional movement or water penetration occurs, | recommend have evaluated by
licensed contractor for remedies available.

Exterior Walls

1 Monitor: Rust visible orlintels in various locations (a lintel is a beam supporting masonry above an opening in a wall).
This suggests that the lintels need to be treated painted and sealed. This condition is not uncommon. If additional rust
and expandig of lintel occurs, movement could lead to costly repairs of brick and lintels.

1 Monitor: Some roof sheathing shows signs of sagging. This is common where prefabricated roof trusses are spaced t
feet apart, allowing sagging between trusses. Aalthli support may beesiredwhen reroofing to help eliminate this
condition.
